George Krukoff told us that the Doukhobour village known
as Balsolpa was on S.E. 9-30-5 W 2nd and the cemetery just to the
S.E. on what was Peter D. Danyluk®s land N.W. 3-30-5. The cemetery
was to the S.E. of the Danyluk house about 1/8 of a mile. It was
defined by copper corner posts and not cultivated. Possibly 20 or
SO graves.

Mrs. Hupka confirmed the above. As a child she lived there and
she and the rest of the Danyluk children went by the cemetery as they
walked to school. She also said it was fenced years ago and her
father always told them they were not to climb over the fence. He had
bought the quarter section about 1913.

There is no sign of the cemetery now. There Is an overgrown
bluff 1n the approximate location given by George Krukoff and Mrs.
Hupka. It i1s solid trees and brush with no visible graves. It stands
in the middle of a cultivated field approximately 400 yards to the
S.E. of the N.W. corner of the quarter section.
